4. Defendant failed to file an Answer within thirty days after being served with

process, as required by K.S.A. 60-308(a)(3).

5. Defendant is not a minor or incapacitated person.

6. Pursuant to K.S.A. 60-255, Defendant is in default.

7. The factual allegations set f for Default Judgment are

adopted by the Court as its findings of fact and conclusions of law as though fully set forth

herein.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that

Motion for Default Judgment is granted.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that judgment is

hereby entered against Defendant and in favor of Plaintiff on all counts of the Petition.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that the acts and

practices alleged in Plaintif deceptive and unconscionable and in

violation of the Kansas Consumer Protection Act.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that Defendant is

permanently enjoined from engaging in the acts and practices alleged in P Petition to be

violations of the Kansas Consumer Protection Act and the Kansas Credit Services Organization

Act.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that Defendant pay

reasonable investigative fees and expenses to the Office of the Kansas Attorney General,

pursuant to K.S.A. 50-632(a)(4), in this case amounting to $2,000.00.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that Defendant pay

$10,000.00 in civil penalties for each violation of the Kansas Consumer Protection Act alleged in

Plainti , pursuant to K.S.A. 50-636 and 50-670a(m), in this case amounting to

$80,000.00.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDICATED AND DECREED that Defendant

pay all court costs and all costs associated with distributing and executing on this Judgment.
