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INTRODUCTI ON 

This report will l ist certain de t ailed information con -

eerning s t atistics , enforceme nt pr ocedures and polic i.es carr ied 

out by the Consumer Protection Division . While statistics a r e 

important, they a r e certainly not the only measur ing device in 

computing the effec t iveness o f government operations . 

It has been t he phi l osophy of the Consumer Protection 

Division fo r the past si~ and one-half (6 1/2) year s that the 

pur pose o f consumer pr o t ection l egislation is to not only assist 

the consumer when he or she is un f ai r ly taken advantage of, but 

al so t o strengthen the free en t erprise system so as to enable t he 

con suming publ ic to obtain the best buy in the free and open 

market place. In conj unction with this philosophy, we have 

a l ways ~aintained that strong and effective laws prohibiting 

deceptive business pr actices wi l l bene f i t t he honest busineSSMen 

and women mor e than any other governmenta l activity . A dishonest 

merchant can te~porarily gain the competitive advantage in the 

market place by making promises that he or she cannot keep and 

repre sentat ion s about products or ser vices which Bre not true. 

The • • practices will harm the honest s upplier and if remain 

unchecked can even tually bring about the demise of the free 

enterprise system. Restraint of trade ac t ivit i es and price 

fixinq a re a l so responsible for consumer woes and the financia l 

disasters of s~al l businesses . In short, the new anti-fraud 

legi al ation passed by the Legisl a t ure in 1973 i s in fact much 

more than a Consumer Protection Act -- i t is an act designed to 
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protect consumers and the honest bus inessmen and women o f t his 

sta t e . I n addition the philosophy ot this office has been t o 

be concerned with the victims o f market place inequit ies as our 

pri~ry objective. We feel it is most importan t to demonstrate 

to the public that something can and wi l l be done to resto r e t o 

them that thing of value whi Ch was taken by deception and fraud. 

The pub lic must know that the r e is something to be gained by 

complaining t o government o fficials . somet hi ng ot her than the 

consolation that ~I have done my publjc du t y" , Ther efore, while 

we have not always been successful , we have endeavored to aid 

the victim, whe t he r the amount lost is $3 . 95 or $10,000.00. A 

loss o f $50.00 to a lOw-income person can be as significant as a 

108s of $1,000.00 to an upper- income person . It 18 hoped. 

however, that wi th the passage of t he new Kansas Consumer 

Pr otection Act, and with the addition of a very strong private 

rem~y section, that the pr ivate attor neys will take a mor e 

ac tive part in prosecut ing deceptive and unconscionable sa l es 

pr actices . For example , if n per son can demonst r ate that he or 

she was deceived o r defrauded in a consume r transac tion . even 

though the amount invo l ved i s small . that per son may stil l be 

awarded attorneys ' tees and civil penalti es up to no t morc than 

$2,000 . 00 for e ach violation. Of course i f the consume r brings 

an action he or she knew to be g r oundless or fri volous and the 

prevailing party is the supplier , attorneys ' fees and costs can 

be assessed aga i nst the consumer. What is good f o r the goose is 

good for the gander. In any event, as t he private bar begins to 

playa more signif;cant r ole in prosecuting deceptive or un-
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conscionable sales practices, governmental of tic ials wil l be 

able to spend ~re time with the .are sophisticated white- co llar 

c r ime operat ions . 

Another reason that t his o ffice hilS conce rned itself 

primarily wi th t he victim i s because other agencies or procedures 

have not been effective in assisting victi~s. Of course with 

the passage o f t he new Smal l Claims Cou rt Procedure Act , some o f 

the load has been t ak.en o f f of government official e: but t her e is 

s ti ll a s ignifi c ant number of people who have no other ef f ective 

r emedy o ther than t o r e quest cu.r assist ance. There fore I would 

SUB up our ressons f o r being pr ima ril y concer ned with the victim 

as f o llo ws : 

1. Removing the profit incentive s erves as a major 

deter r ent t o deceptive s nd unconscionable sales practices . 

Whit e-col l a r c r iminals will weigh thc consequences of thei r 

ac t s more frequent ly than other types o f criminals. If it be­

comes apparent to t he pe rpetr ator s that it is e xtreme l y diffic ult 

to retain the profit s of the i r deception , they will be morc i n­

c lined to changc their behavior. 

2 . AS mentioned tlbove, it i s importllnt to gai n the 

reputation of assis t i ng complainant s who bring the ir proble~s 

to our attention . People wi ll refrain from fili ng complaints if 

they feel it wi ll do no good. This i s not o nly t rue i n o ther 

a rea s of c r ime, i . e ., s treet c rime including burgla r y , robbery , 

rape and o ther types of c r ime again s t proper ty and per sons, but 

it is also trlle concern ing white-col l a r crime. The Federal Trade 
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Commis sion recoqnize d this, and has been requestinq t hat they 

receive speci fic legislation t o a llow them to assist victims. 

For years the Feder .. l Tz: ... de COII'Imi ss ion .... as unable to sue for 

restitution or damages on behal f o f consumers who compla ined to 

that fe deral agency. Mony hlqh-ranking o fficial s in the Federal 

Trade Commissi on felt that th i s underminded t he effectiveness of 

their agency. We are not hampered with such a deficiency and jf 

we were, it is doubtful that there would be much interest among 

Kansans to inform us of deceptive business practices. 

3. Fr equently. III problem .... hich appear s appropri ate f o r 

mediation, Or the Small Claims Court. turns out to involve 

deceptive business practices Which are a threat to the public 

weltare and to the honest bUSiness community , a nd thcrefo ~e it 

is appropriate f o r govern.ent agenc ies to take action. 

4. Fina l ly, it "eems only cOJrmOn sense to be directed 

into action as a result of somebody being victirni:ed o r as a 

result of the possibility of somebody being victimi:ed rather 

than to force pr otection on consumers when it is not desi r ed. 

Nevertheless, a valid argument can be made t hat working with 

smal l er claims or making use of media tion is a waste ot valuabl e 

attorney time and should be left to other organizations. 

Howeve r , it should be remembered that without t he power to compel 

restitution in those cases demanding it, any such organization 

will soon fall in disfavor with the public . That is so because 

citi:ens in this country and this state have come to demand and 

expect results. Results mean gett i ng your money back. 
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THE PURPOSE OF THE CONSUMER PROTECTION ACT 

As mentioned ~bove. the purpose o f t he Consume r Protection 

Act is t wofold : 11) to prot ect the consumer, and (2) to protect 

t he honest businessman llnd woman. President Kennedy enunciat ed 

certain r ights which citizens of this country Can e~pect as con­

sumers . And all of u s , regardless of our business in t erests, 

arC consumers . Othe r s have added t o the list or have modified 

it but essentiall y it boils down to the fol l owing rights which 

the now Consumer Protection Act insur es : 

1. First "",d f o remost t he con sumer hil S the right to be 

able to believe what is told to him or her about a product o r 

service being o f fered for s a le. 

2. The consumer hall the right to e x pect that a p r oduct 

o r service being of fered for !lale is sate and that his or her 

health and welfar e are taken into account before the product is 

o f fered f or sale. 

3 . unde r e x illt!.n9 " t .. t utell, the consumer has th" ri9ht to 

ha.ve hill o r her cOfllpla.int heard, conllidercd and a cted upon by 

government officials . 

4. The consumer has the righ t to receive accurate infor ­

mation about p:wducts so that he o r she can /ll.ake an inte111gent 

choice among prodUCl s and services being offer ed (or sale. 

I am sure that thi s short list of consumer rights can be 

e xpounded upon but esse ntially those are the rights that a r e 
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protected by the new Kansas Consumer Prot ection Act and some o f 

it ' s sections . This new Act r eplaced the old Buyers ' Protecti on 

Act which became effective July I, 1968 . Wi t h the e xcept ion of 

insurance transact ions and certain security t r ansac tions . t he new 

Act covers all transactions concerning the offering for s a le o r 

the sale of services or goods in the State of Kansa s . Actually 

the term "goods · is de f ined to i nClude propert y wherever situa ted , 

within o r without the State o f Kansas. I n addition a COnsumer 

may no t waive or agree to forego any rights or benefits which 

accrue to him under the Act . Deceptive consumer sales pract ices 

are defined in the hct a nd a laundry list of specific violations 

is set forth . This is a change from t he old law and serve s a s a 

guide to both bUSiness and consumers by more speci f ically de f ining 

what is or is not pr ohibit ed acti v ity . The basic pr ovi sion 

outlini ng dece ptive consumer sales practices states that " no 

person shall engage in any f alse, misleading, dece ptive or un­

conscionable trade pr actice in the sale , l ease , rental or loan 

or in the o f fering for sa l e, lease, rental or loan of any goods 

or services " . 

One significant addition to the new Consumer Protect i on Ac t 

is the section dea ling with unconsci onable con s ume r sales 

pract jces. While it has always been a prohibited practice to 

engage in an unconscionable act , i.e . taking unf a i r advant age o f 

someone, in connection wi th certain business t ran s actions , t he 

ncw Consumer Protection Act spel l s out in g r eat detail what 

constitutes an unconscionable act . Six (6) specific c r iteria are 

set forth and t he court m3y consider al l o r one of the m i n de t er­

mining whether an act or practice is unconscionable. 
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The powers, duties and remedies of the Attorney General 

have remained somewhat the same although the Attorney General 

may now recaver actual d~gel and reasonable expenses and in­

vostiqsti on fees if the l'.ttarney General is s uccessful 11'1 

prosecuting a conswner fr!lud C~18e. Pa r t of the remedy section 

states that the Attorney General may s ue f or and obtain a judgment 

revokinq a license or certit'icat e authorizing- a per son t o engage 

in business or may enjoin any person from engaginq in bu,iness 

i n the State i f the court finds that such persons o r o r gan izations 

have violated the Act . 

The pr ivat e r emedy section is the rcal change in the new Ac t. 

Under the Pr ivate Remedy section , B person, if they are success­

ful in prosecuting a consumer f r aud case , may r~coup attor neys ' 

fees, costs and a civil penalty o f not mor e tha n $2,000.00 fo r 

each viOlation of th~ Act. In addition there is a lililited class 

action section and a private attorn~y may obtain an in junc tion 

against an ill~gal act or practice. 

Imother significant secti on in the new Act i. the Disclaimer 

of Warranties section. While i n many cases exi sting law is not 

c ha nged or modified, across the board "as/is sales " sre el iminat~d 

with one exception and essent ial ly, a person who se l ls goods must 

stand behind them for a reasonable pe riod o f time. The goods must 

be mer chantable and fit for the particul ar purpose for which they 

were sold . Attempts to limit these rights accruing to consumer s 

are pr ohibited although a suppl i~ r may limit cer tain implied 

warrant i~s with respect t o a defective condition in the goods i f 
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i t i. established that the consumer had knowledge of the de tect 

which became the basis of the barqsin between the partie'. 

And finally. a Home Solicitation Sales section was included 

which allows a consumer thr ee (3) days to cancel a contr act i f 

the contrac t was negotiated in the consumer ' B home . This section 

does no t apply to sales whiCh are negotiated o r entered into at 

the merchant ' s place of business and does not appl y to certain 

other sales even though psrt of the t r ansaction may take place i n 

t he home. Of course the above is a very sketchy summation o f 

what .any consider to be one o f the most comprehens ive Cons~r 

Protl!ction ",ct, in t he United St ates . It is r ecommended thllt 

t he Act be r ead in its entirety for a complete understanding of 

the above mentioned sec tions .

EDUCATI ON 

Although no speci f ic budget has been set aside f o r consumer 

education, we consider such p r eventative medicine to be ve ry 

impor t ant in the fight against white-col l a r crime . Not only 

should consumers be warned of the specific illegal practices that 

""BY be perpetr ated upon thf!lll, but the Kansas businesSBlen Ilnd women 

deserve the r ight to know what new l aws and r egulat ions a r e bei ng 

passed which lIIight gover n their activities. In 1 974 we gave 

near ly one hundred and e i ghty (180) speeches to bot h consumer 

groups and business groups. We a lso had a rrangements wi t h many 

TV and r adio stations to do weekly spots describing how bot h 

businessmen and women and consumer s can pr otect t hemselve s f rOIll 

illegal activities on t he par t of cer tain unscrupu lous supplier s. 

I n addition we checked the four major newspaper s in ~ansas on a 

dai l y basis t o r eview adver tisements in an e f fo r t to prevent the 

per petration of deceptive pr actices. We issued public service 

announcements telling consumer s where they can file their complaints 

snd what agencies can assilit them IIoOst effectively . Following 

the passage of the Small Claims court Procedure Act. we have 

encour aged individuals to argue their Own case. in the Small 

Claims Court . if the amount in contr over sy does not e xceed 

S300 . 00 . Of courae if i t i. appa rent that the conflict is 

brought about by a pattern of behavior t ha t 1s f raudulent or 

deceptive in na ture. then our of f ice becomes invol ved. 
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PROCEDURE 

As previously i ndicated . the p rimary e f for ts ot thi s o ffice 

are vic t i m- oriented. In view of this pr iority, we have 

establi shed a cONpiaint processing procedure that has three (3 ) 

simple steps, (1) fU ing o f complain ts , (2) processing ot 

comp l aints , and (3) disposition of complaints . 

People generally contact our office by either telephOne o r by 

writing uS a letter in which t hey state their genenl g rievance. 

In addition people will make per sonal visits to the office . Our 

bsaic procedure is to require that the complainant clearly s t ate 

in a le tter or in a verified compl aint form. the basic elements 

of his or her complai l'lt. Of cou:rse we dO not need l egal h.nguage 

and a s i mple s t a t e ment concern ing the p r o blem will suffice . I t 

is not necessar y that e ach individual comp laint be verified but 

it i t appears that the matter viII result in a controversy or 

litig"tion. often we vill r equir .. that the COfD.plainant have the 

complaint veri fied and we viII a l so requeSt addi t ional inform3t ion. 

I n cases of emergency where the perpetr ator of the offen so ma y be 

leaving the area soon or "hen t he activity may be cr i mi nal i n 

nature, we viII move mor e rapidly and "il l dispense with a ny o f 

the normal comp l aint processing pr ocedu r es. However . assuming 

that it is not a n emergency, once the complaint is received, it 

is given a log number and t r ansferred to the appropriate attorney 

or investiga t o r who hand l es t hat par ticular type o f compl ai nt . 

If "nother s tate agency o r local agency has jur isd iction of t he 

p robl em and has the proper machinery to hand le t he complaint, we 

will refer the cOll'lplll int t o t ha t agency a t this s tep in the procedure. 
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The second step in the procedure is processing the com­

plaint. Immediately upon receiving the complaint and in the 

majority of all cases, we send the eo.pla int along with a short 

fo~ letter to the supplie r or business establishment against whom 

the compla int has been filed. The form letter advises the supplie r 

that the complaint has been r eceived by us and that we are pro­

cessing it under the provisions of the Ka nsas Consumer Protection 

Act. We do not accuse the supplier o f engaging in any illegal or 

unauthorized activity. We indica te that we woul d like to hear 

t he other side of the story and we r equest that the suppl ier make 

a response within ten 0 0) days. If we receive no contact from 

the supplier or the compl ainant within fifteen (15) days, a second 

letter is sent to the supplier advising the officer in charge of 

the previous letter and ind icating that we dedre a response. In 

addition we inform the supplier thst this office is empowered 

with the authori ty t o issue subpoenas and that this process will 

be utilized if we do not hear from them. At all times, we try t o 

direct this correspondence to an individual in the business who 

is ... oat likely to have the primary r esponsibility for the alleged 

complaint. If an answer is not r eceived after twenty- five (25) 

days, or after the second letter has been sent , the matter I s 

reviewed by an attorney to deteI1lline if further investigation Is 

warranted. If so, a subpoena hi directed to the company 

r equesting cer tain informa tion and in many cases r equ iring a 

persona l visi t t o the office by the officers in char ge . If the 

subpoena i. ignored or compliance is denied. appropriate formal 

action is sought by our office pursuant to the provisions of the 
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Kansas Consumer Protection Act. In the Act, District Courts 

are empowered to grant injunctive relief or other relief to compel 

compliance with the subpoena. In other words. if the subpoena is 

not complied with, the District Court may gr ant injunctive relief 

in the form of enjoining the supplier from advertising, selling 

or attempting to sell goods or services in this state. The court 

may also vacate the corporate charter of a corporation Or revoke 

any other license permitting the supplier to engage in business 

in this state or grant other relief as may be required until the 

person obeys the subpoena. 

The third step in the complaint handling process is the 

disposition of the complaint once our office has received 

adequate information from both the consumer and the supplier. 

As mentioned above our primary objective is to obtain restitution 

for individuals that a r e harmed by deceptive or unconscionable 

sales practices . In conjunct~on with that we a ttempt to determine 

if other Kansas residents are possible victims of the same 

practice and if so we will bring formal action to remedy the 

si tuation. If upon review of al l the facts we determine that 

an action is not warranted by our office, there are twelve (12) 

classi fications in which the complaint may fall. They are: 

(1) Inquiry or information only; 

(2) Referred to private a ttorney , 

(3) potenti a l violator out of business and unable to locate 

the violator, 

(4) Merchandise rep~ired , replaced or delivered, 
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'" Referr.d ' 0 cou nty or district attorney ; 

(6) Referred Co other agency: 

(7) Referred Co Small Claims court: 

'" '0 jurisdiction; 

)9) Unable Co locate v i01o/ltor ; 

(10) Compl aint is without basis o r f oundation; 

(11) Unable to satisfy compla inant and furthe r action is not 

warr anted: <'Ind 

(12) Voluntary consent judqment. 

If we tind thllt the compla int d oes have merit, and if we 

find there arC add itional persons who hllve been victim ize<:! by 

the p r actices of the vi olator , then an injunction su it wil l be 

brought. However, prio r to bringing s uch II sui t, and depending 

on the factua l situation involved , we will genera lly offe r to the 

violato r t he opportunity t o cnter into II. consent judgment sBB~ing 

that all persons will receive j ust compens..,tion . However, i n many 

cases we will not accept a consent judgment because we desire to 

pc rmant!ntly enjoin the s uppli e r from e ng .. g i ng in bus iness in the 

State of Kansas. This is done o n ly in e~ treme ca ses and the 

St~ te of Kansas is one of the leader s in the Un ited Sta tes in 

obtaining t hi s type of relief. The t heory is that a vio l ator 

Can steal through a corpor a t ion or business entity just as well as 

a violator can stea l with a gun. Often there is a fine line 

between being robbed at gunpoi nt or penpoint . 

Assuming that litigation is no t initiated, the suppl ier 

and the consumer will be advised o f the disposition by this 
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o ffi ce o f any complaints brouqht to our attention. Of cour se 

both parties will have the r i ght t o object. to such 4 disposition 

and t o request this off ice to take fur t her action. All filel 

which a r e opened and closed by this o ffi ce carry with them a 

clos ing code indicating the proper disposi t ion of the complaint . 

It s hould be emphas ized that formal investigation and col,lrt action 

by th is office is o f ten prompted by activity other than II consumer's 

complaint. Quite often deceptive and f r audulent sales prac tic es 

come to the attention of this office through our s urve i llance 

of ·wan t ads · a nd other business activity. Staff member s a r e 

under direction t o daily Bcan t he classified ads of the four (4 ) 

major newspapers in the State o f Kansas and t o respond to certain 

adver tisements which look suspicious. Quite often f o rmal actions 

a ri se from these investigatory pr ocedures. Other sta te agencies 

and the Better Business Bureau often assist i n alerting us to 

possi ble co~sumer sales violations and of cour se the l ocal uni ts 

of governmen t. sheriff a nd pol ice depar tments br i ng nu~rous 

v i olations t o our atte ntion . In a great many instances . ou r 

of fi ce works with l ocal units of government to prosecute consumer 

cases . If II distr ict attorney 's o ffice , county attorney ' s office , 

or city a ttorney ' s o ffice requests that they be given the 

authori ty to process complaints within t heir jurisd i c tions , we 

will comply i f we are conf ident they have the maChiner y to handle 

the p r oblems . Thi s has u ppened in many instances, one of the 

most notable bei ng in Sedgwick County whe re t he district 

at t orne y' s office ha!!l maintained a viable c onsW!ler protection 

division since 1969. Other ;u~ici al districts a r e now setting 
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up divisions and certain municipa lities are now passing 

ordinances which are similar to the new Consumer Protection 

ACt. (Attached are the annual report. of the various division. 

of local gover nment that are active in handl ing consumer cases.) 

The filing of the complaints is an important aspect of the 

office. Complaints which are received are filed according to 

categories, e.g., automobile , home fu rni shings, trade schools , 

health spas, and the re is a continual r e vie w to determine which 

category needs additional attention. For example, in 1969 and 

uno, approximately twelve (12) trade schools were sued in a 

twelve (12) month period o f tilDe . In the early 1970 's. 

multi-level pyramid se lling g r oups were engaging in deceptive 

practices and emphasis was placed in that area. After the 

complaint is filed according to the type of catego ry, each com­

pl~ is cross-indexe d so that when new complaints are received 

against a particular company, the entire file conta ining a ll 

complaints a gainst that supplier is compiled and SUbmitted to 

the attorney o r investigator handling the case. Thu s , if a 

pattern of complaint s begins to c r op up regarding a particular 

supplier, appropriate action can be taken. 

The above mentioned procedure i s generally followed by this 

oftice but in emergency situati ons other procedures can be 

fOllowed. Obviously so~ cases wi ll need immediate attention 

and in certain instances prio r ities must be set. However, this 

division has never operated under the philosophy that we are a 

strike force division. While p r iorities must be set, we feel 
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that it i. necessary t o answer each complaint and review all 

complaints that reaeh our oftice. As additional agencies and 

organizations spring up to handle the compl aints and perfect 

their mediation procedures, then this office can conce ntrate 

even ~re On certain industry p r actices that sre not in the public 

in terest.
